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Part I crime is down 14% year-to-
date.  In real terms that means 169 
less crimes and 169 less victims of 
crime.  As of the end of April, 
Central is down in all Part I 
categories, including a 26% 
reduction in robberies and a huge 
40% reduction in burglaries. 
Bike thefts continue to be a hot 
problem in the downtown area.  
Central Detectives are conducting 
regular sting operations targeting 
these thieves and have had several 
good arrests over the past few 
months. 
As we move into the hotter summer 
months more people will be coming

Crime Trends  
 
Several Arts District area loft buildings have been 
victimized by mail thefts and burglaries.  It is of 
utmost importance that we are diligent about 
locking our doors and maintaining our safety by 
following some simple procedures.  First, never 
allow anyone to enter your residence without re-
ferring them through your security system.  Al-
ways lock your residence door-even when you 
are at home!  Never hold the door open for a 
ñfriendlyò stranger, and always refer them to call 
the resident they are visiting, or pass through the 
security posted personnel station. 
Mail theft and identification theft are one of the 
biggest problems facing our residents.  You can 
take steps to minimize the possibility of being a 
victim by protecting your identification papers, 
your mail, and documents that contain personal 
information such as Social Security numbers.  
One option worth seeking is renting a post office 
box.  For a minimal cost, you control when your 
mail is picked up, and you have the knowledge 
and security that your correspondence is secure.  
When you are away from home for an extended 
time, notify the post office and have your mail 
held until you return. 
Park your vehicle inside a garage when possible, 
and never keep valuables locked inside your car-
even for a few minutes.

CRIME PREVENTION TIP 
 
Lately there has been a lot of media attention 
on bicycle thefts Downtown.  Here are a few 
tips on how to protect your expensive bike 
from being the next one stolen. 
 

1. Always lock your bike!  Even if you are 
just running in ñreal quickò or think no 
one will noticeésomeone will notice. 

2. Do not leave your bike on the street or 
in a public area at night! 

3. Use a good lock.  Regular chains or 
cables are easily cut with hand tools.  
Padlocks and some other locks can be 
smashed if they are against a solid ob-
ject or the ground.  Position the lock so

that it is not easily manipulated and has 
little free space between it and the bike so 
that it cannot be pried. 

4. Be careful where you lock your bike.  You 
should be able to lock both the wheel and 
frame.  Other bikes, street signs, or meters 
are not good choices.  If you frequent loca-
tions that do not have bike racks talk to 
people about getting them installed. 

5. Note your bikeôs serial number and en-
grave your own identification number 
(California driverôs license) on the frame.  
Then if your bike is stolen, report the theft 
immediately to the police, and provide 
those numbers for the report.

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CENTRAL BUREAU COMMUNITY POLICE 
ACADEMY  
 
The Community Police Academy provides 
community members with an inside look at the 
police department and various facets of law 
enforcement.  During an eleven-week acad-
emy, citizens are introduced to police opera-
tions, participate in a firearms safety demon-
stration, and take a tour of Air Support Divi-
sion and Communications Division facilities.  
Citizens are given presentations on commu-
nity policing, criminal law, Internal Affairs and 
police discipline, patrol procedures, vice ac-
tivities, crime preventions, detective investiga-
tions, drug enforcement, crime scene investi-
gations, traffic enforcement, as well as  
demonstrations by specialized units such as 
the LAPD Bomb Squad. 
 
The academy gives community members the 
chance to interact one-on-one and form  
partnerships with a number of police depart-
ment personnel.  The classes are taught by  
experienced police officers and department 
staff.  Citizens are encouraged to ask ques-
tions and express their concerns to Depart-
ment  employees.  The police department 
hopes to provide a greater awareness and un-
derstanding of law enforcementôs role in the 
community through the education provide by 
the Community Police Academy.  (Note: The 
academy is for  informational purposes only 
and does not certify the participant as a law 
enforcement officer). 
 
The next Spanish Community Police Acad-
emy begins June 10, 2010.  The next English 
Community Police Academy begins August 
26, 2010.  The sessions will be held each 
Thursday at the Elysian Park Academy from 
6:00 pm to 9:00 pm.  The last session con-
cludes with a graduation ceremony.
